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The year 2026 in Bayreuth is all about the music of Richard Wagner. 150 years ago, in 1876, the 
first festival took place at the Festspielhaus on the Green Hill. This event was unique and laid the 
foundation for the Bayreuth Opera Festival, which has been held every year in July and August 
ever since. To celebrate this anniversary, there will be exhibitions and concerts throughout the 
year. These will feature Wagner’s works as well as pieces by his contemporaries, performed in 
historic and modern venues. Visitors can also visit the Richard Wagner Museum and take a walk 
along the "Walk of Wagner," which connects the museum at Wagner’s former home, Wahnfried, 
with the iconic Festspielhaus.

The Margravial Opera House is the best-preserved free-standing 
Baroque court theatre and has been a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site since 2012. In the opera house and the new "Margravial 
Opera House: World Heritage & Museum" information center, 
visitors can experience the history of the building with all their 
senses and without any barriers.
